Carriers.

2. Remove Shocks, Brake Lines, and Sway Bar Links from A-Arms. Remove A-Arms from machine.

Installation:

1. From stock A-Arms, transfer Bushings into new A-Arms or install SuperATV p/n AAB-P-RAN900

A-Arm Bushings Kit. If not present, install new Grease Fittings into new A-Arms.

2. Install new A-Arms to Frame with stock hardware. SuperATV recommends using Loc-Tite on Nuts

when reinstalling.
3. Reinstall Brake Lines to new Lower A-Arms with provided Clamps and M5 hardware.

3. Reinstall Shocks, Sway Bar Links, and Wheel Bearing Carriers to new A-Arms with stock hardware.

1. Raise machine so that tires are off ground.

2. Turn Pivot Blocks to adjust camber.

3. Lower machine and settle suspension
components by rolling machine back and
forth several feet at a time.

4. Check settings and make small adjustments
as needed.

- Each time an adjustment is made, machine
must be rolled back and forth to settle
suspension components.
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
