SuperATV does not recommend keeping Windshield installed 
while transporting on an open air trailer.

Qty (4) Mount Clamp

Windshield Cleaning:
- Do not use window cleaning fluids (Windex, 409, etc) or any solvents (gasoline, denatured alcohol, acetone, etc).
- Never use abrasive cleaners, abrasive pads, or gritty cloths.
- Never use razor blades, scrapers, sqeegees, brushes, etc.
1. Thouroughly rinse Windshield to float off dirt and mud.
2. Using a soft cloth, or microfiber cloth, clean Windshield with warm water and a gentle detergent. Baby shampoo or 

hand washing soap are recommended.
3. To prevent water spots, use a chamois to blot Windshield dry.

Seal
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1. Insert Mount Clamps into Windshield.
2. Cut Seals to length as detailed in "Seal Installation".
3. Install Windshield to machine.

Seal along bottom from Clamp to Clamp
