Tools Required

*T-20 Torx *Digital multimeter
* Trim removal tool * 4mm Allen wrench

To begin, make sure the vehicle is in park, on level ground and the parking brake is engaged.

1. Using a trim removal tool, remove
the plastic fog light bezel starting from
the center of the vehicle. Make sure
to not pry along the outer edge. Tabs
are marked with arrows. (driver’s side
shown)

2. Using a T-20 Torx bit, remove the
single fastener securing the light to
the vehicle and carefully remove the
light. Keep hardware as it will be
reused.
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3. Push on the release tabs on the
OEM fog light connector. Carefully
unplug the light from the harness.

4. Connect the included wire harness
adapter to the OEM fog light
connector. Turn on the vehicle,
headlights and fog lights and, using a
digital multimeter, identify the
positive and negative wires. Make
note of their wire colors and turn off
the vehicle.
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5. On the harness adapter, plug in the
negative wire to the “A” port of the 5.
included weather-pak clamshell. Plug
the positive pinned wire into “B” port
of the clamshell. Close the latch on
the weather-pak connector and plug
in the light.

6. Install the light into the plastic
mount as shown. Place the serrated
washer in between the light and the
plastic mount. Using a 4mm Allen
wrench, tighten down the included
bolt and %” washer. Repeat for the PortB > < Port A

Qher side of the housing.




7. Plug the light into the harness
adapter. Install the light and ensure
the light mount tabs are seated into
the mounting slots. Secure using the
Torx screw.

8. Reinstall the fog light bezel starting
from the outside of the vehicle.
Ensure the outer tab is inserted into
the slot. Carefully apply pressure to
clip it back into place.

ﬂRepeat steps 1 through 7 for the \

opposite side of the vehicle.

*Tie all wires away from sharp, hot, and/or rotating components.
* Re-torque all the fasteners after 100 miles.
