If working on the ground, ensure vehicle
is on a flat, level surface, is in gear or park, and set the parking brake. It is not necessary, but
removing the wheels and tires will allow more access. Be sure to use suitable jackstands to hold the
axle up.

The bumpstop extension is angled and the overhanging portion should be towards the front of the
Jeep.

JT INSTALLATION

1. Installation can be done on the ground or in the air on a lift. If working on the ground, ensure vehicle
is on a flat, level surface, is in gear or park, and set the parking brake. Use suitable jackstands to
support the rear axle and remove the rear wheels for better access.

2. Two holes need to be drilled in each axle bump pad to mount the bump extensions. The two holes to
drill are centered on each bump pad. Use the supplied template to locate the drill holes as shown in
Figure 4 and 5. Position the template by aligning the two holes on opposites corners of the template
with the two holes in the bump pad, or measure and mark out the locations on the axle bump pad with
a ruler and pen, see Figure 3. The use of a right angle drill or shorter step drill bit may help with
clearance to drill the holes. Drooping the suspension out will also help with drill clearance.

The bump stop extensions are angled and the overhang portion of the extension should be towards the
front of the Jeep. See Figure 7.
