Wipe outer surface thoroughly with a tack rag prior to
paint. Application of plastic adhesion promoter for ABS plastic as per
your paint system manufacturer’s recommendations is required. Paint
flares using a high quality enamel, or polyurethane automotive paint. If
painting edge trim (not recommended), use a flex additive.

D) Performance: Using larger Tires may increase the area required to
turn the vehicle.

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STEP 2 - EDGE TRIM INSTALLATION

» Peel two to three inches of red vinyl backing away from Edge Trim
(GP1-0022) tape. Applying the adhesive side of the edge trim to the
inner side of the flare, affix the edge trim to the top edge of the flare (the
portion that comes in contact with the vehicle).

» Press edge trim into place along the top edge of the flare in one-foot
increments, pulling red vinyl backing free as you continue to work your
way around the top edge of the flare.

Front Flare Installation Procedures (Driver’'s Side):

Screws

Using a 7mm socket, remove four factory screws. Position flare on fender, and reinstall four factory
Retain screws for later use. screws removed in Step 1.

Verify fit and tlghten aII Screws.
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Rear Flare Installation Procedures:

Holding flare in position on fender, use a grease
pencil to mark six hole locations.

Slide a supplied Plastic Clip over two top marks
made in Step 4. Clips may need to be adjusted to
align with holes in flare. NOTE: the raised collar on
the clip should face upward into the interior of the
fender.

Center a supplied Black Plastic Tab over the
remaining four marks made in Step 4, aligning edge
of tab with inside of fender lip (tab may extend over
outside of fender).

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Slide a supplied “S” Clip over each black tab. Clips
may need to be adjusted to align with holes in flare.

Start a supplied Serrated Flange Screw through
each of the remaining holes and into each “S” Clip
installed in Step 10.

Using supplied Edge Trim Tool (ET1-0002), seat
edge trim against vehicle by hooking curved end
under edge trim at one end of flare. Next, slide
around outer edge of flare to the other end.

Reposition flare on fender. Start a supplied #14
Truss Head Screw through each topmost hole in the
flare, and into each Plastic Clip installed in Step 6.

Using flat end of supplied Edge Trim Tool (ET1-0002),
seat edge trim against flare by inserting straight end
between edge trim and flare at one end. Next, slide
around entire edge to the other end.
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
