Unplug the OE exhaust valve and detached the
wiring harness from the valve bracket, shown at
arrow in Figure 1.

Next remove the OE heat shield to allow
access to the OE front pipe, by removing the
fasteners shown at (A) in Figure 2.

Remove the three nuts holding the OE midpipe
to the OE front pipe, as shown in Figure 3.

Place a pole jack under the front of the OE midpipe, as shown in Figure 4-1.

With a pole jack in place, remove the OE hanger from the hanger bar on the vehicle, as shown in
Figure 4-2. |t is easiest to push the OE rubber hanger back onto to midpipe hanger bars .

Place a second pole jack under the OE rear section of the exhaust, as shown at (A) in Figure 5-1.
Remove the OE hangers from the hanger bars on both sides, as shown at (B) in Figure 5-1.

At this point the exhaust is free from the vehicle and can be removed.

Note: Notice that the OE rubber hangers have text callouts to show which side faces towards the
underside of the vehicle, as seen in Figure 5-2.

Remove the three nuts on the OE front pipe, as
shown in Figure 6.

Note: The OE hardware will be reused.

Remove the hanger bar from the rubber hanger on the OE frontpipe, as shown in Figure 7-1.

With the hanger removed, you can now fully remove the OE frontpipe, as shown in Figure 7-2.

Note: The front rubber hanger will not be used with your AWE exhaust system.

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Now gather the provided valve plug simulator
and plug it into the OE valve motor connection,
as shown at (B), in Figure 8.

Use a provided cable tie to secure the OE
exhaust valve wire out of the way, as shown at
(A) in Figure 8.

Install the provided exhaust gasket onto the OE
catalytic converter outlet section, as shown in
Figure 9.

Install your AWE front pipe (F36), first by feeding the front pipe into position over the heat shield, as
shown in Figure 10-1.

Next slide the AWE frontpipe flange onto the OE catalytic converter and reuse the OE hardware to
fully tighten down the flange, as shown in Figure 10-2.

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With your AWE front pipe (F36) installed, take a \
moment to verify that it sits centered above the
heat shield as shown in Figure 11.

The tube being centered will help the remainder
of the installation to continue smoothly.

It is crucial to install each section and exhaust
band clamps correctly to prevent loose joints,
exhaust leaks and rattles.

Arrow A shows the expanded pipe and the
preinstalled exhaust clamp being brought up to
the corresponding pipe.

Arrow B shows the overlapping pipe installed
correctly over the corresponding pipe.

Arrow C shows the exhaust band clamp being
brought to the edge of the expanded pipe.

Reinstall the OE rubber midpipe hanger onto
your AWE midpipe section (F37), as shown in
Figure 13.

Note: Make sure the hanger is installed
correctly with the word “UP” oriented right side

up.

Install your AWE resonator (F37), by first sliding
a provided clamp over the expanded end of the
tube.

Next fully bottom the resonator section onto
your AWE front pipe (F36), then slide the OE
rubber hanger onto the OE hanger bar, as
shown at (A) in Figure 14.

Install your AWE mid section (F38) by sliding a
provided clamp over the expanded end of your
AWE mid section (F38), then bottom out the slip
fit on to your AWE midpipe (F37), as shown in
Figure 15.

Rotate the tube so it sits centered in the
exhaust cavity.

Snug the clamp on the slip fit, but do not fully
tighten at this time.

Install your AWE track rear section (F85), as
shown in Figure 16.

Start by reinstalling the OE rubber hangers on
to the OE hanger bar. Then slide the hanger
bars on your AWE track section (F85) into the
OE hangers, shown at (A).

Next slide a provided clamp over the expanded
end of your AWE track section (F85). Bottom
out the slip fit onto your AWE mid section (F38).

Snug the clamp, but do not fully tighten it at this
time.

STEP 17 IS FOR TOURING SYSTEMS ONLY

Install your AWE touring rear section (F84), as
shown in Figure 17.

Start by reinstalling the rear most OE rubber
hangers on to the OE hanger bar. Then slide
the hanger bars on your AWE touring section
(F39) into the OE hangers, shown at (A).

Next slide the forward facing hanger bars into
the forward most rubber hangers, shown at (B).

Lastly slide a provided clamp over the
expanded end of your AWE touring section
(F84). Bottom out the slip fit onto the AWE mid
section (F38).

Snug the clamp, but do not fully tighten it at this
time.

Note: Ensure the OE rubber hangers are
oriented correctly in the car so the word “UP”
can be read.

To install the exhaust tips with integrated
clamps, first, attach the exhaust tip in the
proper orientation onto the exhaust outlet tube.

Insert one of the carriage bolts from the
hardware kit (3910-41010) through the tab on
the exhaust tip and thread on one of the
corresponding nuts.

Using anti-seize on the bolt threads will help
installation and prevent breakage of hardware.

m If exhaust system only has 2 exhaust tips
while the integrated clamp kit has enough
hardware for our 4 tip exhaust systems. You will
have 2 sets of hardware left over that will not be
used.

Make your final adjustments to the tips to L e —

ensure they are in a position you like. Once the
desired positioning is achieved work from the
front of the car to the back, tightening all the
clamps fully and ensuring there is proper
clearance of the chassis, and braces.

It is now recommended to drive the car to allow HE
the exhaust to heat cycle after all clamps and
tips are fully tightened.

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Issue Solution

Exhaust is not fitting correctly Most fitment issues are due to improperly adjusted exhaust. This
includes tip fitments and rattling due to chassis contact. Check
out our FAQ/ fitment guide for more installation tips.

Incorrect or missing parts Double check the parts list for your system and compare them
with what you received. Fill out our contact form, found below
and let us know what parts you need.

Once installed properly, your AWE exhaust will provide years of trouble-free performance.

The exhaust volume and sound will settle with usage; 800-1000 miles is required to break-in new
exhaust systems.

Also, please note that the rear 180Technology® resonator has a small drain hole to allow
condensation to escape. Water drops from this area are normal.

Periodic cleaning of exhaust tips is necessary to maintain proper finish, especially in areas prone to
road salt and caustic deicing solutions. Use a mild soap and water solution or car wax to clean the
finish. Avoid using abrasive polishes, as they can scratch the finish.
