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WELDNUT CLEANING

To remove debris from weldnuts

in frame, spary lubricant or
compressed air into the hole.

For heavy debris, use a wire brush.
Take care not to damage threads.

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Step 1

Remove two stickers from the side of
the frame rail closest to the exhaust
on both sides of the vehicle.

Step 2

Bend the heat shield downward as needed
to provide clearance for the trailer hitch.

Step 3

Remove the tow loop by unscrewing
two M12 bolts on the bottom of the
passenger-side frame. Reinstall the
two M12 bolts and torque to 60 ft-Ibs.
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Step 4

Raise the trailer hitch into position and align
the holes in the hitch with the weld nuts in the
frame. Secure the hitch to the frame by hand
tightening the two provided M12 hex bolts (#1)
and 1/2" conical-toothed washers (#2) on both
sides of the vehicle.

Torque all M12 hardware to 86 ft-Ibs.
