3. Larger rim and tire combinations may increase leverage on suspension, steering, and related components. When selecting combina-
tions larger than OE, consider the additional stress you could be inducing on the OE and related components.

 »Pre-inStallation

1. Park vehicle on clean, flat, and level surface.  Block the rear wheels for safety.

2. Measure the ride height of the vehicle and record.

3. Raise the front of the vehicle with a hydraulic jack.  Support the frame rails with 
jackstands.

4. Measure the length of the torsion bar adjuster bolts (threaded portion sticking 
past the adjuster)

5. Spray the bolts with penetrating oil.  Remove the adjuster bolts, keep driver's 
and pass side bolts separate.

6. Raise up the torsion bar key and remove the key from the torsion bar and cross 
member.

7. Disconnect the upper shock hardware to allow the suspension to fully droop.

8. Install the new torsion bar keys.

9. Install the adjuster bolt and the threaded bridge.

10. Set the overall length of the exposed thread to 1-1/4". This may need to be 
adjusted if heavy accessories are added to the front of the vehicle, or to level the 
vehicle side to side.  Figure  1

11. If you purchased new front shocks, proceed to step 13.  If using the factory 
shocks, compress the shocks and remove the lower cup washer and bushing.

12. Reinstall the shock bushings and cup washers.  Tighten the nut until the bush-
ings begin to swell. Skip to step 15.

13. If installing new shocks, remove the lower shock bolts and remove the shocks 
from the vehicle. It is necessary to compress the shocks to remove them.

14. Install a provided cup washer and shock bushing on the new shock stem.  
Compress the shock and install it in the vehicle. Install the remaining shock 
bushing and cup washer  on the top followed by the nut and torque until the 
bushings begin to swell.  Repeat installation on the other side.

15. Lower the front end to the ground, bounce the front end to settle the suspension.

16. Check the final ride height on both sides measured from the center of the wheel 
to the fender.  This should be set at 23-1/2"~23-3/4" max. If it is greater than 
this, the adjusters need to be lowered.  It may be necessary to adjust one side to 
make the vehicle level.

17. A front end alignment must now be performed.
