3. Larger rim and tire combinations may increase leverage on suspension, steering, and

related components. When selecting combinations larger than OE, consider the ad-

ditional stress you could be inducing on the OE and related components.

4. Post suspension system vehicles may experience drive line vibrations. Angles may require tuning, slider on shaft may require
replacement, shafts may need to be lengthened or trued, and U-joints may need to be replaced.

5. Secure and properly block vehicle prior to installation of Zone Offroad Products. Always wear safety glasses when using power
tools.

6. If installation is to be performed without a hoist, Zone Offroad Products recommends rear alterations first.

7. Due to payload options and initial ride height variances, the amount of lift is a base figure. Final ride height dimensions may vary
in accordance to original vehicle attitude. Always measure the attitude prior to beginning installation.

4. Two different style weld on steering stops are included in this kit and are highly
recommended to be installed. The arms will provide additional droop over stock
and can put the CV at the hub at near maximum range of motion at full droop
while turned. See end of instruction sheet for which set of weld on plates to
install.

Park vehicle on clean, flat, and level surface. Block rear wheels for safety.
Raise the front of the vehicle and support the frame rails with jack stands.

Remove the front wheels.
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Disconnect the ABS wire from the upper control arm. Figure 1

9. Mark the upper control arm cam position. Remove the stock upper control arm.

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10.  Install new control arm assembly with new nut at the steering knuckle and fac-
tory cam bolts at the frame. The small tab welded to the top of the new arm will
be toward the rear of the vehicle. Tighten ball joint nut to 37 ft-1bs. Install cotter
pin. Do not loosen nut to get the cotter pin to align with the hole.

I1.  Adjust cam bolts to previous marks, snug, but do not tighten at this time.

12.  0-3” lift: Cut the extra tab from the brake line bracket as shown. Use %4” hard-
ware (#768) to attach the brake bracket to the upper control arm. Figure 3

13.  4-6” lift: Attach ABS wire to the arm with new 5/16” hardware with wire clip.
Tighten to 15 ft-1bs. Figure 4

14.  Install weld on steering stops to the lower control arm as shown. Figure 5 shows
the steering stops that are required with a Zone suspension lift (4-6” of lift). Fig-
ure 6 shows the steering stops that are required with 0-3” spacer kits.

Warnings

1. Check all fasteners for proper
torque. Check to ensure for
adequate clearance between all
rotating, mobile, fixed, and heated
members. Verify clearance between
exhaust and brake lines, fuel lines,
fuel tank, floor boards and wiring
harness. Check steering gear for
clearance. Test and inspect brake
system.

2. Perform steering sweep to
ensure front brake hoses have ad-
equate slack and do not contact any

rotating, mobile or heated members.

Inspect rear brake hoses at full ex-
tension for adequate slack. Failure
to perform hose check/ replacement
may result in component failure.

3. Perform head light check and
adjustment.

4. Re-torque all fasteners after 500
miles. Always inspect fasteners and
components during routine servic-
ing.

Reinstall wheels. Cycle steering to check for clearance between the tire and
upper arm at full droop. Check for adequate clearance between brake line and
ABS wire and tire / wheel. Lower vehicle to the ground, torque lug nuts to
specification.

Bounce suspension to settle at correct ride height. Align to previous marks,
tighten upper cam bolts to 95 ft-1bs.

Cycle steering and check for clearance at ride height between tires and upper
control arm. Check for adequate clearance between brake line and ABS wire
and tire / wheel. Weld on steering stops may be required for tire / wheel fitment
outside of recommended range.

Recheck all hardware for proper torque, and alignment is now required. Check
hardware after 500 miles.
