Pre-installation Note:  These coil retainer clips are designed as direct replacement parts 
for TJ, XJ and ZJ models.  The clips will be attached to the axle in the existing holes with 
the new hardware.  The following steps outline the installation on a JK model which does 
not come with retainer clips from the factory.

1. Park the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels for safety.

2. Locate the extend flat section of the axle coil mounts.  This will be at the front 
driver's side of the passenger's mount (Figure 1) and the rear passenger's side of 
the driver's mount (Figure 2).

3. Position a new coil retainer over the coil and use the hole in the retainer to mark 
the location for the mounting hole to be drilled in the coil mount.

4. Drill a 1/4" hole at the mark made on each coil mount.  Depending on the 
amount of lift on the vehicle it may be necessary to raise the front of the vehicle 
to allow the axle to droop away from the frame for drill clearance.

5. Attach the new coil retainers to the coil mounts with the provided 5/16" x 1" 
self-tapping bolts.  Torque bolts to 15-18 ft-lbs.

6. Check all hardware for proper torque.
