1. Park the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels for safety.

1. Support the transfer case with a hydraulic jack.

2. Locate and remove the 8 (4 per side) transmission crossmember mounting bolts.

3. Slowly lower the jack until there is about 1" of space between the crossmem-
ber and the frame.  Install the provided spacers with the hollow side up at each 
of the 8 hole locations.  Fasten the crossmember/spacers to the frame with the 
provided 10mm x 100mm/washers (2 outside holes on each side) and 10mm x 
140mm/washers (2 inside holes on each side).  Apply Loctite to the bolt threads 
before installing.  When all of the bolts are started torque all 8 bolts to 45 ft-lbs.

4. Check all hardware for proper torque.  Check hardware after 100 miles.
