PRe-INsTALLATION NOTES

1. Special literature required: OE Service Manual for model/year of vehicle. Refer to
manual for proper disassembly/reassembly procedures of OE and related components.

2. Adhere to recommendations when replacement fasteners, retainers and keepers are called 4
out in the OE manual.

3. Larger rim and tire combinations may increase leverage on suspension, steering, and related components. When selecting combina-
tions larger than OE, consider the additional stress you could be inducing on the OE and related components.

4. Post suspension system vehicles may experience drive line vibrations. Angles may require tuning, slider on shaft may require re-
placement, shafts may need to be lengthened or trued, and U-joints may need to be replaced.

5. Secure and properly block vehicle prior to installation of Zone Offroad Products. Always wear safety glasses when using power tools.
6. If installation is to be performed without a hoist, Zone Offroad Products recommends rear alterations first.

7. Due to payload options and initial ride height variances, the amount of lift is a base figure. Final ride height dimensions may vary in
accordance to original vehicle attitude. Always measure the attitude prior to beginning installation.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Pre-installation Note: The factory upper shock bolts on the rear of the XJ are prone

to corrosion. Take care when removing these bolts as they can break easily. Spraying
penetrating oil through the recesses in the uni-body should help to coat the threads of the
bolts. In the event that the bolts do break they will need to be drilled out and removed.

1. Park the vehicle on a clean, flat surface and block the rear wheels for safety.

2. Disconnect the rear shocks from the axle and the uni-body. Remove the shocks
from the vehicle. Save all hardware.

3. The upper shock bar pin will need to be removed from the shock. This can be
done using a bench vise and/or hammer and punch. Most any shock installed
on an XJ should have a removable bar pin and a bushing with a 5/8" ID. If for
some reason this is not the case the shock with need to be replaced in order to
use this Kit.

4. With the bar pins removed from the shocks, install the provided steel sleeve into
the original bushings.

5. Attach the new bar pin eliminator brackets to the uni-body with the factory hard-
ware. Torque bolts to 20 ft-lbs.

6. Attach the shocks to the new brackets with the provided 1/2" x 2-1/2" bolts, nuts
and washers. Torque bolts to 60 ft-1bs.

7. Reattach the shock to the factory axle mount with the original hardware. Torque
nut to 45 ft-lbs.

8. Check all hardware for proper torque.
