2. Disconnect the factory front sway bar links from the axle and sway bar mounts.

3. Locate the new sway bar links with pre-installed bushings and the steel sleeves.  
Install the sleeves in each end of the sway bar links.

4. Install the sway bar links in the factory axle mount using the original hardware.  
Install the links so the taper in toward the center of the vehicle as they go up 
toward the sway bar.  Leave hardware loose.

5. Attach the top end of the sway link to the inside surface of the sway bar with the 
factory hardware.  Run the bolt from the inside out.  Torque the upper and lower 
bolts to approximately 70 ft-lbs. Figure 2
