7. Adjust the front track bar to align the hole in the axle/frame mount with the ad-
justable end of the track bar.  Install the track bar in the bracket with the factory 
hardware.  Visually check the that axle is centered under the vehicle and adjust 
as necessary.  Torque the track bar bolts at the frame and axle to 125 ft-lbs.  
Lock off the jam nut securely.

8. Check all hardware for proper torque.

9. With the axle position readjusted it may be necessary to adjust the steering drag 
link to re-center the steering wheel.  This is especially important with the JK 
models to avoid any ESP (traction control) related issues.
