Shelving Storage, Bulkheads (Steel and Composite), Roof Racks and Organization Accessories
- All standard adjustable shelving, bulkheads, roof racks and accessories can be used in the standard e-transit vehicles 
  (please adhere to information and diagrams provided by FORD)

Floor Storage (Pack Rat/Itemizers)
- Be sure to adhere to the no drill zone as laid out on the diagram above 
- It is recommended that mounting bracket flanges be faced inward to avoid interference with the no drill zones 
- Units should be installed as far out towards the van threshold as possible to help avoid no drill zones

Cab Commanders (9010-3-01/9012-3-01)
- DO NOT Install in Ford E-Transit Vans
