6. You can now use a torque wrench to fully tighten the
hex nuts to 100 ft-Ibs using a cross pattern to make sure
they are properly tightened. Note: Tightening the hex
nuts in a cross pattern is necessary to ensure
proper engagement. Failure to do so can cause a
major suspension failure and could result in an
accident or worse. (See Photo 11)

7. Repeat this procedure on the opposite side.

8. Double check to make sure everything is properly
positioned and tightened, then, road test the vehicle and
re-torque if necessary.

9. After 500 miles of driving doublecheck the hex nuts and
re-torque to make sure they are still properly tightened
as a safety precaution.
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
