Bolt idler linkage assembly to rearmost mounting tab 
on Suburban and second to last mounting tab on 
Tahoe.  First thread M8x16 button head screw(14) 
thru pinch weld, finger tighten. Next thread supplied 
M8x35 conical washer bolt(11) into upper mount 
position and finger tighten. Next tighten button head 
screw(14) to 16ft-lbs (22Nm), Then tighten conical 
washer bolt(11) to 16ft-lbs (22Nm).  Note: Conical 
washer nuts(12) are provided for vehicles that 
may have a stud present on the upper mounting 
position. 

Bolt drive linkage assembly to forward most 
mounting tab. First thread M8x16 button 
head screw(14) thru pinch weld, finger 
tighten. Next thread supplied M8x35 conical 
washer bolt(11) into upper mount position 
and finger tighten. Next tighten button 
head screw(14) to 16ft-lbs (22Nm), Then 
tighten conical washer bolt(11) to 16ft-lbs 
(22Nm).  Note: Conical washer nuts(12) 
are provided for vehicles that may have 
a stud present on the upper mounting 
position.

Slide mounting T-nut into position.  
Mount board and tighten fasteners to 
10 ft-lbs.  Align the end of the board 
with the rear edge of the back door.

Tighten button head fasteners and M8 nuts 
on driving and idler linkages to 16 ft-lbs.

On some vehicles the emergency cable 
bracket may come in contact with linkage 
arm.  If so, wrap  supplied rubber (8) around 
bracket and secure with two cable ties (15).

Using the two 11” cable ties (18),  mount controller (5)
to support arm next to battery. Remove power fuse. 
Attach power lead (RED wire to positive pole on the 
battery. Plug in wire harness (4). (Ensure that locking 
tabs engage).

CAUTION:  Do not ground wrench 
when engaged with nut.

Attach ground lead to negative battery pole.

Route long end of wire harness (4) above engine and down through drivers side wheel well.  
Zip tie (15) harness to cowling clips on fire wall.  Route short end down passengers side.

Secure with zip tie

frame.  Secure with zip ties (15).

Pull up the carpet drill a 9/32” hole and thread both 
wires through the floor panel (add rubber grommet 
(20)).

Seal holes  
with silicon glue.

Insert plug from wire harness onto motor. Slide rubber grommet on wire harness into slot of 
motor cover. Insert motor cover onto motor.

Slide motor assembly onto drive shaft and mounting 
bosses of driving linkage assembly.  Use two (10) 
bolts to bolt motor down. Tighten to 16ft-lbs. Use 
electrical tape to cover any exposed wire from the 
motor.

On each side of the vehicle measure from the front 
edge of door line on the pinch weld to the specified 
lengths below. Measure at 20” for front LED Light  
and 58” for rear LED Light. 

Affix lamp to rocker panel surface. Make sure the 
lamp is affixed to a clean, flat surface. There is a 
step down midway across the surface. Affix lamp just 
outside of step down.

Using supplied butt connectors (13), connect the 
lamp wires. Red to Red, Black to Black. Once 
Crimped use heat gun to shrink tube.  

Close and wrap with conduit and electrical tape. 
Secure all loose wires with cable ties, with lamp wires 
pulled upward to avoid any wire snagging.

OBD II install: Use Supplied Posi-Lock™ (19) connectors to attach the Plug and Play Module to the 
Harness. Attach matching colors on the harness to the wires on the module. Plug in module (17) to OBD II 
port on the vehicle. Secure harness (4) with supplied tie wraps (15). 
Note: If the OBD II pass thru harness (76404-01A) was purchased see install sheet supplied in 
packaging. The pass through harness allows for an open port for other accessories. See below for a 
brief description.

Reinstall Fuse. Check that all doors activate the Power Step and the LED Lights work when doors open 
and close.  Reinstall any remaining trim panels.  

 

CORRECT OPERATION OF LIGHTS: All four lamps will illuminate upon opening any door of vehicle. Lamps 
will stay on until restowing of both Power Steps or until 5 minutes has expired with the doors open. When the 
lights timeout after 5 minutes, they can be reillumintated by closing and  opening any door of vehicle.

FINAL SYSTEM CHECK
Check that all doors activate the PowerStep and the LED lights work when doors open and close.
NORMAL OPERATION: When the doors open, PowerStep automatically deploys from under the vehicle. 
When the doors are closed, PowerStep will automatically return to the stowed/retracted position. Note that 
there is a 2-second delay before the PowerStep returns to the stowed/retracted position.

There will be a 2-second 
delay before the running boards move to the stowed position.
