POWER/SOURCE BUTTON
POWER ON:
SHORT PRESS to power unit ON. LONG PRESS to power unit OFF
SOURCE SELECTION:

When unit is ON, short press to scroll through available sources: AM, FM, Bluetooth, USB, AUX (10secs to leave this status).
