
Before beginning the installation, thoroughly & completely read these instructions & the enclosed  
driver’s WARNING NOTICE. Affix the WARNING decal in the passenger compartment in clear view 
of all occupants. Please refer to the Parts List to insure that all parts & hardware are received prior 
to the disassembly of the vehicle. If any parts are found to be missing, contact SKYJACKER® 
Customer Service at 318-388-0816 to obtain the needed items. If you have any questions or       
reservations about installing this product, contact SKYJACKER® Technical Assistance at 318-388-
0816. 

Make sure you park the vehicle on a level concrete or asphalt surface. Many times a vehicle is not 
level (side-to-side) from the factory & is usually not noticed until a lift kit has been installed, which 
makes the difference more visible. Using a measuring tape, measure the front & rear (both sides) 
from the ground up to the center of the fender opening above the axle. Record this information 
below for future reference.

Important Notes:
• This lift is designed for models with a torsion bar front end & will not work with models with a coil 

spring / strut front end.

• The OEM wheels must be replaced. This lift requires wheels with 4.75" Back Spacing.

• Please be aware that some 4 cylinder models with need to modify the sway bar relocation bracket.
(Re-drill the end link mounting hole.)

• If larger tires (10% more than the OEM diameter) are installed, speedometer recalibration will be
  necessary. Contact your local GM dealer or an authorized dealer for details.

Front Installation:

  1. Park the vehicle on a level asphault or concrete surface, set the 
      emergency brake, & block the rear tires / wheels. Raise the front of 
      vehicle & support the frame rails using jack stands.
  
  2. Remove the OEM torsion bar adjusting bolt using a 27mm socket. 
      Note: Be sure to measure the installed length of the OEM adjuster 
      bolt before removal. After the lift installation, the OEM adjuster bolt 
      will be reinstalled to this length. (See Photo # 1)
 
  3. Remove the OEM torsion bar from the vehicle. Note: Be sure to mark 
      as left & right side.
  
  4. Remove the front tires / wheels using a 19mm socket. Disconnect the 
      OEM upper brake line & ABS retaining clips. (See Photo # 2)
  
  5. Remove the OEM outer tie rod end using a 21mm socket. (See Photo 
      # 3) Remove the OEM front shocks using a 15mm & 18mm socket.
  
  6. Remove the OEM brake caliper using a 21mm socket. Wire the brake 
      caliper out of the way. The OEM brake line will be removed & replaced 
      later in these instructions. 

  7. Remove the OEM sway bar end links using a 15mm socket. (See 
      Photo # 4) Note: 2WD models proceed to Step # 9.
  
  8. 4WD Models: Remove the OEM 
      cv-axle retaining nut using a 1 7/16” 
      socket.

  9. Disconnect the OEM upper & lower ball joints from the OEM steering 
knuckle using a 1 1/16” & 21mm socket. Remove the OEM steering 

      knuckle. (See Photo # 5)

10. Remove the OEM lower a-arm retaining bolts using a 24mm & 18mm 
      socket. (See Photo # 6) Remove the OEM front drive shaft using a 11mm 
      wrench. Note: 2WD models proceed to Step # 12.

11. 4WD Models: Support the front differential using a transmission jack. 
      Disconnect the driver & passenger side of the differential mounts using a 
      18mm socket. (See Photo # 7) Lower the front differential out of the way.

12. To allow for the installation of the new Skyjacker kit, the rearward OEM 
a-arm bushing in the frame must be removed. A new Skyjacker aluminum 
bushing will be installed. Remove the rearward OEM a-arm frame bushings 
using a ball joint service kit. (See Photo # 8)

13. Install the new Skyjacker aluminum bushing into the frame. The new 
      bushing will install from the front to rear. Note: Be sure the new 
      bushing is seated flush when installed. (See Photo # 9) Note: 2WD 
      models proceed to Step # 15.

14. 4WD Models: Install the new Skyjacker driver & passenger differential 
      brackets using the supplied 14mm x 50mm bolt, washers, & a 22mm 
      socket. The new bolts will thread from the inside of the new bracket 
      into the frame. (See Photo # 10) Attach the front differential to the new 
      differential brackets using the supplied 14mm x 80mm bolts, washers, 
      nuts, & a 22mm socket.

15. Install the new Skyjacker front cross member using the supplied 5/8" x 
      5 1/2” bolts, washers, nuts, & a 15/16" socket. Note: Be sure to install 
      the new Skyjacker tapered washers between the new cross member & 
      the OEM mount. See Arrows in Photo # 11. Be sure to use the new 
      Skyjacker crush sleeve inside the OEM mount.

16. Locate the new Skyjacker rear cross member. Install the new 
      Skyjacker 3/16” grease fittings into each end of the new cross member 
      by tapping in using a 1/4” socket. Grease & install the new Skyjacker 
      bushings & sleeves.

17. Install the new Skyjacker rear cross member using the supplied 
      5/8" x 4” bolts, washers, nuts, & a 15/16" socket. (See Photo 
      # 12)

18. The inside of the OEM lower a-arms must be ground to allow for 
      clearance of the new Skyjacker cross member. Photo # 13 shows 
      the inside of the a-arm. There are two layers of metal, the lower 
      layer must be ground flush with the upper layer. (See Arrows in 
      Photo # 13). Measure back 4 1/4” & mark the lower layer with  
      a paint pen. 

19. With the area marked, grind down the lower layer 
      flush with the upper layer using a grinder or 
      similar tool. (See Photo # 14) After grinding, check 
      to make sure the a-arm will fit the new Skyjacker 
      cross member.

20. Remove the OEM torsion bar bracket from the 
      rear of the OEM lower a-arm using a 18mm 
      socket & T55 torx socket. (See Photo # 15)

21. Attach the new Skyjacker torsion bar relocation 
brackets using the supplied 12mm x 40mm bolts 

      in the outer two holes & a 19mm socket. (See 
Arrow in Photo # 16) Note: Be sure to use one 

      1/4” thick spacer at each bolt, between the new 
      bracket & the a-arm. In the inward hole, install the supplied 12mm 
      x 30mm bolt with the 1/4” spacer. Install this bolt from the outside 
      in. Do not install the nut at this time. The bolt is only being installed 
      to line up the bracket & 1/4” spacer. 

22. Attach the OEM torsion bar mount to the new Skyjacker torsion bar 
      relocation bracket using the OEM hardware, a 18mm socket & a 
      T55 torx socket. Before a-arm installation, remove the inner most 
      12mm x 30mm bolt. (See Arrow in Photo # 17)
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23. Attach the OEM lower a-arm to the new Skyjacker front & rear cross 
      member using the OEM hardware, a 18mm socket, & a 24mm socket. 
      (See Photo # 18)

24. Install the supplied inner 12x30mm bolt on the new Skyjacker torsion 
      bar bracket using a 19mm socket. (See Photo # 19)

25. Hold the new Skyjacker bump stop extension centered against the 
      bottom of the OEM upper bump stop (tapered end up). Raise the OEM 
      a-arm up to the bottom of the new bump stop extension. (See Photo 
      # 20) Lower the OEM a-arm down being sure to hold the new bump stop 
      extension in place against the OEM a-arm. 

26. While holding the new Skyjacker bump stop extension securely to the 
OEM a-arm. Use a punch to mark the center location for the bolt. (See 
Photo # 22) With the hole marked, remove the new bump stop extension 
& drill this location using a 5/16” drill bit.

27. Once drilled, tap this hole using a 3/8”-16 thread pitch tap.

28. Once tapped, install the new Skyjacker bump stop extension using the 
      supplied 3/8 x 4” button head bolts & a 7/32" hex key. Torque to 10 ft. 
      lbs. (See Photo # 23)

29. Remove the OEM hub bearing assembly from the OEM steering knuckle 
      using a 15mm socket. (See Photo # 24) Remove the OEM ABS line from 
      the OEM steering knuckle using a 7mm socket.

30. Attach the OEM hub bearing assembly to the new Skyjacker steering 
      knuckle using the OEM hardware & a 15mm socket. Note: Use the 
      supplied thread locking compund on the threads of these bolts. (See 
      Photo # 25)
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31. Attach the OEM ABS line to the new Skyjacker steering knuckle using 
      the supplied plastic clips, 5mm x 12mm bolt, & a 4mm hex key (See 
      Photo # 26)

32. Attach the new Skyjacker steering knuckle assembly to the OEM 
      upper & lower ball joints using the OEM hardware, a 1 1/16” socket, & 
      a 21mm socket. Reattach the OEM ABS line at the upper a-arm. 
      Remove the OEM brake line from the frame & OEM brake caliper.

33. Install the OEM brake caliper using the OEM hardware & a 21mm socket. 
      Install the new Skyjacker Stainless Steel Braided brake line. (See Photo 
      # 27)

34. 4WD Models: Install the OEM cv-axle retaining nut using a 1 7/16" 
      socket. 

35. Install the new Skyjacker front sway bar end link brackets. (See Photo 
      # 28) Remove the inner most forward ball joint retaining bolt from the 
      OEM lower a-arm. Line up the new sway bar end link bracket 
      mounting hole & reinstall the OEM ball joint bolt. Attach the new sway 
      bar end link bracket to the OEM end link location using the supplied 
      3/8" x 1" fine thread bolt, washers, nuts, & a 9/16" socket. (See Arrow 
      in Photo # 28) Attach the OEM end links to the OEM sway bar & new 
      sway bar end link bracket using the OEM hardware & a 15mm socket. 
      Reattach the outer tie rod end using a 21mm socket & install the new 
      front shocks using the supplied hardware, OEM hardware, a 15mm 
      socket, & a 18mm socket. Note: 2WD models proceed to Step # 37.

36. 4WD Models: Install the OEM front drive shaft using the new 
      Skyjacker drive shaft spacer between the OEM drive shaft & OEM 
      transfer case using the supplied 10mm x 50mm bolts & a 17mm 
      socket. (See Arrow in Photo # 29)

37. Install the OEM torsion bars & set the adjuster bolt back to the OEM 
      length using a 27mm socket. (See Photo # 30)

38. Install the front tires / wheels using a 19mm socket & lower the 
      vehicle to the ground.

Rear Installation:

39. Block the front tires / wheels. Raise the rear of the vehicle & properly 
      support the frame rails using jack stands. Remove the rear tires / wheels 
      using a 19mm socket.
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40. Remove the OEM rear shock using a 13mm & a 21mm socket. 
      (See Photo # 31)

41. Disconnect the OEM brake line retaining bolt from the differential. 
      Note: Do not remove the lines from the fitting. (See Photo # 32)

42. Remove the OEM rear u-bolts using a 21mm socket.

      Note: 2WD Models must install the new Skyjacker degree shims 
      with the new add-a-leafs or new leaf springs. 
 
43. Rear Add A Leaf: To install, use two large c-clamps 
      to secure the OEM rear leaf spring leaves together. With the 
      c-clamps tightened, remove the center tie bolt. Install the new 
      Skyjacker degree shim so the thick end will be towards the front
      of the vehicle when installed. Insert the new Skyjacker tie bolt & 
      tighten.

44. Remove the emergency brake cable retaining bolt from the rear 
      leaf spring using a 10mm socket. (Photo # 33)

45. Rear Leaf Spring: Remove the OEM rear leaf springs using a 
      21mm socket. Install the new Skyjacker rear leaf springs using 
      the OEM hardware & a 21mm socket. (See Photo # 34)

46. Install the new Skyjacker rear u-bolts using the supplied 9/16" 
nuts & a 13/16" socket.

47. Reattach the brake cable to the new Skyjacker rear leaf spring 
      using the OEM hardware & a 10mm socket. 

48. Install the new Skyjacker rear shocks using the supplied hardware, 
      OEM hardware, a 13mm & a 21mm socket. (See Photo # 35)

49. Install the new Skyjacker brake line spacer block. Secure the 
      OEM T-block using the supplied 8mm x 60mm bolt & a 13mm 
      socket. (See Photo # 36)

50. Install the front tires / 
      wheels using a 19mm 
      socket & lower the vehicle 
      to the ground.
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Note: 2WD Models must install the new Skyjacker transmission spacers. Using a transmission jack, 
         support the bottom of the transmission. Remove the OEM transmission support bolts. Install 
         the new transmission spacers as shown in the photo below. Use the supplied 10mm stover 
         nut & a 17mm socket to secure the O2 sensor bracket as shown.
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Final Notes:

• After the installation is complete, double check that all nuts & bolts are tight. Refer to the         
  following chart below for the proper torque specifications. (Do not retighten the nuts & bolts where 
  thread lock compound was used.)                                                                                                                                           
                      
• With the vehicle placed on the ground, cycle the steering lock to lock & inspect the steering,    
  suspension, brake lines, front & rear drivelines, fuel lines, & wiring harnesses for proper operation, 
  tightness, & adequate clearance.                                                                                                                                       
                 
• Have the headlights readjusted to the proper settings.                                                                                                                                        
            
• Have a qualified alignment center align the vehicle to the OEM specifications.                                                                                                                                  
 
• After the first 100 miles, check all hardware for the proper torque & periodically thereafter.
