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Pre-Installation Tips: Install Spring Eye Bushings & Sleeves into Leaf Springs.

Coat Spring Eye Bushings with a water resistant lithium-based grease. Press into each spring
eye of Front Softride Leaf Springs.

NOTE: Some 1992-1993 Models Use 5/8" Bolts in OEM Front Leaf Spring Eyes (all others use
a 9/16" bolts). If Your Model Has 5/8" Bolts, Do Not Use Supplied Steel Sleeves in Skyjacker
Front Spring Eyes (Only Use OEM Shoulder Bolt).

Coat outside of 0.625 OD x 0.500 ID x 2.875" Long Sleeve with a water resistant lithium-based
grease. Press into spring eye bushings.

Pre-Installation Tips: Install Shock Boots & Bushings.

Attach 'UP-Turned Spring Eye' end of Skyjacker leaf spring to front frame mount with OEM
hardware.

Attach 'DOWN-Turned Spring Eye' end of Skyjacker leaf spring to shackle at rear frame mount
with OEM hardware.

Secure OEM hardware, but Do Not Completely Tighten leaf spring hardware at this time.
Tech Note: To set bushings properly for ride height, these will be tightened once vehicle is on
ground with full vehicle weight on tires\wheels.
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10. Clean spring pads of all debris. Raise axle to mate leaf spring to axle.
Note: Be sure that leaf spring center bolt head seats properly into axle pad.

Tech Note: On models equipped with three (3) u-bolts & two (2) studs, install supplied 9/16" x
3" Coarse Thread Bolts in place of OEM studs using a 13/16" socket\wrench.

Install supplied Skyjacker 9/16” u-bolts over axle up into OEM upper u-bolt plate. Install
supplied 9/16" Nylon Insert Nuts using a 13/16" socket\wrench.

Note: Perform Steps 8-10 on Opposite Side at a this Time, Then Proceed to Step 11.

11. Install Skyjacker front shock with OEM hardware at upper shock tower mount first. Secure, but
Do Not Completely Tighten at this time. Tech Note: If shocks are gas charged & banded,
leave band in place until ready to connect to lower mount.

Connect Skyjacker shock with OEM hardware at lower axle mount. Secure, but Do Not
Completely Tighten at this time.

12. Install front tires\wheels. Lower vehicle to ground. Torque lugs to OEM service manual
specifications.

Refer to Separate Instructions for Replacement Pitman Arm, Steering Arm and \or
Adjustable Drag Link Installation.

If Sway Bar Lowering Kit Part # SBL20 or # SBL40 Was Purchased, Refer to Separate
Instructions at this Time.

NOTE: If vehicle is equipped with a Saginaw or corporate type front drive shaft, rotate drive shaft &
check for clearance on CV joint cluster next to transfer case. If binding occurs, remove OEM drive
shaft & grind off ears\tabs until needed clearance is obtained & no further binding occurs.

6. While checking for appropriate slack in brake lines, differential vent hose, e-brake & etc, lower
rear axle to gain access to OEM rear leaf springs.

4" Lift With # DR40 Leaf Spring, Install on Top of OEM Block

4" Lift With # DR60 Leaf Spring, Remove OEM Blocks

6" Lift Install on Top of OEM Block

8" Lift Install on Top of OEM Block

Vehicles with Cummins® Diesel Engines:
2.5" Lift Remove OEM Blocks
4" Lift With # DR60 Leaf Spring, Remove OEM Blocks & Install Supplied Skyjacker Block Kit.
6" Lift With # DR60 Leaf Spring, Remove OEM Blocks & Install Supplied Skyjacker Block Kit.

Attention: Some 1992-1993 Diesel Models Have Larger 3/4" Rear Spring Eye Bolts. If Your Model
Does Have these 3/4" Bolts, You Must Remove Steel Encased Rubber Bushings from Skyjacker
Rear Spring Eyes. Remove by Knocking Out or Pressing Out Bushings.

Use Supplied Part # SE17D Bushing Kit as Replacement Bushings. Coat Spring Eye Bushings with
a water resistant lithium-based grease. Press into spring eye. Coat outside of 0.625 OD x 0.500 ID
X 2.875" Long Sleeve with a water resistant lithium-based grease. Press into spring eye bushings.

Attach 'UP-Turned Spring Eye' end of Skyjacker leaf spring to front frame mount with OEM
hardware. Tech Note: Some Skyjacker leaf springs have a bottom degree shim. Place taller
end of shim toward rear of vehicle.

Attach 'DOWN-Turned Spring Eye' end of Skyjacker leaf spring to shackle at rear frame mount
with OEM hardware.

Secure OEM hardware, but Do Not Completely Tighten leaf spring hardware at this time.
Tech Note: To set bushings properly for ride height, these will be tightened once vehicle is on
ground with full vehicle weight on tires\wheels.
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Note: Perform Step 23 on Opposite Side at a this Time, Then Proceed to Step 24.

24. Clean spring pads of all debris.
Raise axle to mate leaf springs to lift Skyjacker & OEM block. Note: Be sure that leaf spring
center bolt head seats properly into Skyjacker block, Skyjacker Block seat properly into OEM
block & that OEM block pin seats properly into top of axle pad.

25. Install Skyjacker 9/16” u-bolts down over axle into OEM u-bolt plate. Install supplied 9/16"
Nylon Insert Nuts using a 13/16" socket\ wrench. Tighten u-bolts evenly using an 'X' crisscross
tightening sequence. Torque to 175 ft-lbs. Proceed to Step 26.

26. Install Skyjacker rear shock with OEM hardware at upper shock tower mount first. Secure, but
Do Not Completely Tighten at this time. Tech Note: If shocks are gas charged & banded,
leave band in place until ready to connect to lower mount.

Connect Skyjacker shock with OEM hardware at lower axle mount. Secure, but Do Not
Completely Tighten at this time.

27. Install rear tires\wheels. Lower vehicle to ground. Torque lugs to OEM service manual
specifications.

Final Clearance Check & Torque Steps:

1. Jounce vehicle a couple of times. This will help suspension settle to new ride height. Cycle
steering lock-to-lock & check all components for proper operation & clearances. Pay special
attention to clearance between tires\wheels, shocks, brake hoses, ABS wiring, etc.

2. Front Tighten & Torque Sequence.
Tighten Shock Bushings until bushing starts to swell slightly.
Tighten Leaf Springs in this sequence:
Front spring eye bolt. Rear spring eye bolt. Rear shackle eye bolt.

3. Rear Tighten & Torque Sequence.
Tighten Shock Bushings until bushing starts to swell slightly.
Tighten Leaf Springs in this sequence:
Front spring eye bolt. Rear spring eye bolt. Rear shackle eye bolt.

Final Notes:

e After installation is complete, double check that all nuts & bolts are tight. Refer to following chart
for proper torque specifications. (Note: Do not re-tighten nuts & bolts where thread lock
compound was used.)

e With vehicle placed on ground, cycle steering lock to lock & inspect steering, suspension, brake
lines, front & rear drivelines, fuel lines & wiring harnesses for proper operation, tightness &
adequate clearance.

e Have headlights readjusted to proper settings.
e Have a qualified alignment center align vehicle to OEM specifications.
e After first 100 miles, check all hardware for proper torque & periodically thereafter.
