This motorcycle is equipped with two air filter elements. One air filter is located underneath the fuel tank. The
other air filter is located on the right side of the motorcycle. The K&N Filterchargers® are marked to indicate
which air box it fits in. The K&N Filtercharger® marked YA-1602L fits in the air box located under the fuel tank.
The K&N Filtercharger® marked YA-1602R fits in the air box on the right side of the motorcycle.

INSTALLATION
YA-1602L (Fig. 1)
1. Remove the stock air filter according to the service manual.
2. Clean the air filter sealing surface of the air box.
3. Install the K&N Filtercharger® into the air box.
4. Reinstall the air box lid and tighten the stock screws.

YA-1602R (Fig. 2)

1. Remove the stock air filter according to the service manual.
Clean the air filter sealing surface of the air box.
Clean the surface of the K&N Filtercharger®.
Apply the provided gasket to the K&N Filtercharger®. (Fig. 3)
Install the K&N Filtercharger® using the stock hardware.
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THESE INSTRUCTIONS MUST BE FOLLOWED EVERY TIME THE FILTER IS SER-
VICED, OTHERWISE THE FILTER MAY NOT SEAL, AND DAMAGE TO THE
ENGINE COULD RESULT.
